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When writing a book review the goal is to write about the book without giving away anything important to the plot
itself and to critique the work of the author. If 3 book is really bad— say so! But don't just say it's bad, explain why it’s
bad (or good if it's good). As a reader, | want to know why I should pick up that book (or avoid it)! | don’t need to
read a book review that just says the same thing that is written on the back cover (or front flap) of the book.

i \/‘How to Write 3 Book Reviewx

Here are some general quidelines you can follow.

1. Be sure to have the title and author of the book written down.

2. What is the book about? Bugs? Pirates? Self-Discovery? You can tell a bit about the plot of the
book (or the subject of the book for non-fiction) - but be sure to only write one or two sentences.

3. Was it 3 good book? Or was it a book that could be passed over for something more interesting?
For non-fiction books—was it factual? Or were many of the statements simply opinions?

4. Elaborate on why it was or was not a good book. You can share your feelings—what you thought about
the book—but be sure to also include why you think the way you do. 1f the book is confusing, , say so. If
the characters were amazing and seemed totally believable, say so. The goal of the book review is to let
other readers share in your experience so that they can better decide if they want to read the book too.
